They include Anderson, Bedford, Bledsoe, Blount, Bradley, Campbell, 
Cannon, Carter, Cheatham, Claiborne, Clay, Cocke, Coffee, Cumberland, Davidson, DeKalb, Dickson, Fentress, 
Franklin, Giles, Grainger, Greene, Grundy, Hamblen, Hamilton, Hancock, Hawkins, Hickman, Jackson, Jefferson, 
Johnson, Knox, Lewis, Lincoln, Loudon, Macon, Marion, Marshall, Maury, McMinn, Meigs, Monroe, Moore, Morgan, 
Overton, Pickett, Polk, Putnam, Rhea, Roane, Rutherford, Scott, Sequatchie, Sevier, Smith, Sullivan, Trousdale, 
Unicoi, Union, Van Buren, Warren, Washington, White, Williamson and Wilson Counties.

The following are regulated articles:

•	 (a) Emerald Ash Borer; firewood of all hardwood (non-coniferous) species; nursery stock, green lumber, and other 
material living, dead, cut, or fallen, including logs, stumps,roots, branches, mulch and composted and uncomposted 
chips of the genus Fraxinus.

•	 (b) Any other article, product, or means of conveyance not listed in paragraph (a) of this section may be designated as a 
regulated article if the Commissioner determines that it presents a risk of spreading Emerald Ash Borer and notifies the 
person in possession of the article, product, or means of conveyance that it is subject to these regulations.
